PNSA Update! 
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PC’s Recipes 

Cream Cheese Banana Bread 
 
Ingredients 
1/2 cup buƩer, soŌened  
3/4 cup sugar  
4 oz cream cheese, soŌened  
2 eggs  
1/2 cup milk  
1 tsp vanilla  
2 tsp baking powder  
1/4 tsp salt  
2 cups flour, divided  
4 small ripe bananas (2-3 large) 
 
InstrucƟons 
Cream together buƩer, sugar, and cream cheese. 
Add eggs, milk, vanilla, baking powder, and salt, and mix unƟl well combined. 
Add in 1 and 1/2 cups of flour, and sƟr unƟl well blended. 
Mash your ripe bananas, then add them to the mixture with the remaining 1/2 cup of flour. 
Mix unƟl well combined. 
BuƩer 4 mini bread loaf pans. Sprinkle a liƩle flour in each, and shake to spread the flour 
along the edges. 
Use your 1 cup measuring cup to scoop the baƩer into your mini loaf pans. 
Bake at 350°F for 35 minutes, or unƟl a toothpick comes out clean in the center. 
Notes 
 
If using one large or two medium loaf pans in place of mini muffin pans, start with 50 
minutes baking Ɵme, and check every couple of minutes unƟl done.
